in New York.  Their venture proved 
successful in the trade between New 
York, Florida, and Galveston, Texas 
and this success enabled Captain 
Spicer to engage in his philanthropic 
activities.  

He chose to erect his library across 
from his summer home on Elm 
Street and to include features that 
would reflect his inquiring interest in 
the many places and things that he 
had seen on his voyages. Unfortu-
nately, Captain Spicer died on Febru-
ary 15, 1893, just months before the 
completion of the building. His sister, 
Mrs. Sarah Dickinson, with the aid of 
Mr. Mallory, carried out the Captain's 
wishes. 

  

 

I n 1891 Captain Elihu 
Spicer announced that 

he planned to build a public 
library for the communities of 
Mystic and Noank on the 
corner of West Main and Elm 
Streets. The building would 
be two stories with a collec-
tion of books on the second 
floor, and a large public 
meeting room on the first 
floor.  

The Captain was born in No-
ank in 1825 and went to sea 
at the age of nine.  He be-
came a cabin boy at age 
fourteen and was master of 
the bark Fanny at age twenty
-two.  During subsequent 
years, he mastered many 
sailing ships for trade around 
the world.  

In 1861 he entered into part-
nership with a life-long Mystic 
friend, Charles H. Mallory, to 
form the C. H. Mallory & Co.
